Speaking at Meetings

· Any SGA member (OLOL College Student) may ask to be recognized and have the floor at a meeting. 

· If you wish to discuss a new topic, please contact SGA (sga@ololcollege.edu) so we can add you to the agenda. 

· The act of making a motion is open only to voting members of the SGA. 

· Please formulate your statements before being recognized by the chair
Some tips for making statements: 

· If you wish to ask a question about the motion that is on the floor, open your statement up with the words “Point of Inquiry.” 

· If you wish to offer information that has not been previously stated to the chair, open your statement with the words “Point of Information.”

This lets everyone know what type of business you are trying to conduct.

Procedures for Making Motions at SGA Meetings
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1. Member asks for and gets permission from the chair to speak

2. Senators says I move that… (when making a motion)

3. Someone seconds the motion, or the chair asks for a second

4. The chair restates the motion and asks for discussion

5. Members enter into debate. Maker of the motion has the first right to the floor. Debate should be addressed to the chair and in most cases the chair will accept two pros and two cons on the issue. 

6. Debate is closed when the two pros and two cons have been stated, or when no other members seek the floor. 

7. The chair puts the motion to a vote. The Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, and each Senator will then cast their votes.  

8. The chair announces the results of the vote. 

*If you should make a motion, please write it down and pass it to the Secretary/President so they can read out loud, and document it into the minutes.
